It is used for below task in 
taskflow:

Data task
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Parameter files Vs Parameter set

• PowerCenter supports parameter 
files that enables to pass values for 
workflow variables & session 
parameter 

• It is through file-based process.
• Saved in the location where Data 

Integration job runs.

Parameter files

• Taskflow in IICS accepts input only 
through JSON or XML payload at 
runtime.

• Uploaded to Informatica managed 
cloud-hosted repository

• Define parameter for subtask flows 
and Data task steps

Pre-requisite

• Request CSM to enable 
parameter set feature

• Install Java Runtime

Informatica Cloud hosted 
repository



Pre-requisite

• Group parameter in 
different section of the 
parameter set.

• Each section is preceded 
by heading that identifies 
project, folder and assets 
you want to apply 
parameter



ParamSetCli Utility

Command line interface utility Perform below action on parameter set 
to cloud hosted repository:

Upload

Download

Delete

List

Install Java Runtime environment

Download paramsetcli.zip & unzip to installation directory (no installation as such)

Specify login details in restenv.properties file which is located at <Install_dir>\paramsetcli

Plain password or encrypted password can be used

• To create an encrypted password, use one of the following commands(based on OS): 
• ./paramsetcli.bat encryptText -t <password> 
• ./paramsetcli.bat encryptText -text <password>



Configuration

Based on password used (plain or encrypted) , set use.encryption to true or false respectively

Restenv.properties file



Configuration

Define parameter set file with sections (parameter & value) to create parameter set

Use ParamsetCli utility to upload/delete/list/download parameter file as parameter set

Parameter set name uploaded in cloud hosted repository is used in taskflow



ParamSetCli Utility usage - Upload

• Upload a parameter set
ØUpload action to 

upload a parameter 
set to the cloud-
hosted repository

ØUpload a file with a 
size up to 5 MB

Syntax:
paramsetcli.bat runParamSetCli -un <unique_param_set_name> -pf 
<parameter_file_name> -pd <parameter_directory> -a <action>



ParamSetCli Utility usage - Download

• Download a parameter 
set
Ø Use the unique name 

of an uploaded 
parameter set to 
download it from the 
cloud-hosted 
repository.

Syntax:
paramsetcli.bat runParamSetCli -un <unique_param_set_name> -pf 
<parameter_file_name> -pd <parameter_directory> -a <action>



ParamSetCli Utility usage - Delete

• Delete a parameter set
Ø Use the unique name 

of the parameter set 
to delete it from the 
cloud-hosted 
repository.

Syntax:
paramsetcli.bat runParamSetCli -un <unique_param_set_name> -pf 
<parameter_file_name> -pd <parameter_directory> -a <action>



ParamSetCli Utility usage - List

• List a parameter set
Ø List the parameter 

that is uploaded to 
the cloud-hosted 
repository.

Syntax:
paramsetcli.bat runParamSetCli -un <unique_param_set_name> -a <action>



Implementation of 
Parameter set in 
Taskflow
• Adding Parameter set name to the 

taskflow
• Name should be same what was 

uploaded
• It needs to be added in ‘start’ task



Implementation 
of Parameter set 
in Taskflow
• Taskflow level parameter 

needs to be assigned and 
used from parameter set

• Example , email task at 
taskflow level uses email , 
subject , email body 
which can be 
parametrized, and value is 
assigned in parameter set



Implementation of 
Parameter set in 
Taskflow
• Parameter name that is 

used in taskflow should 
be added as input field in 
start task

• Example , for email task 
,all parameter name used 
is added



Implementation 
of Parameter set 
in Taskflow
• In use case of assigning 

parameter file path & file 
name to data task , it can 
be assigned using 
assignment task

• This helps to avoid any 
hardcoded parameter file 
name & file path to data 
task.

• In use case of assigning 

parameter file path & file 
name to data task , it can 
be assigned using

• This helps to avoid any 
hardcoded parameter file 
name & file path to data 
task.



Implementation of 
Parameter set in 
Taskflow

• The value of the 
parameter set can be 
assigned as shown in the 
parameter set file 
uploaded to cloud 
repository



Rules & Guidelines

• Always use #USE_SECTIONS otherwise taskflow all parameter as global
• Any change to parameter set can be overwritten without deleting using –f in 

command line
• Parameter set file size cannot exceed 5MB
• If input value is missing , taskflow takes default value of data type, for example 

zero for integer , null for string and so on.
• Value of parameter is Global unless it's present in section.
• In case of same parameter , first section is given preference.
